SING, SING RIZAL: A KAPAMPANGAN SONGWRITING COMPETITION
Contest Rules

1. The contest is open to amateur or professional songwriters, Kapampangan or non-Kapampangan, residing anywhere in the country or abroad.  The members of the Rizal Sesquicentennial National Technical Working Group and staffers of the Center for Kapampangan Studies, including their immediate families, are disqualified from joining.

2. Entries should be original compositions, in pure Kapampangan or bilingual (Kapampangan-English, Kapampangan-Filipino, etc.).  The lyrics must reflect Rizal’s life, works and values, and must appeal to the youth.  Entries that contain obscene, offensive and politically incorrect lyrics shall be disqualified.

3. Entries may use any musical genre (classical, ballad, rock, rap, bossa nova, kundiman, basulto, etc.).

4. Entries must be recorded and submitted in CD format.  The recording may be performed by anyone and done inside or outside a studio.  Three (3) printed copies of the lyrics must be submitted along with the CD and the accomplished Entry Form. 

5. There is no limit to the number of entries per contestant, provided each entry is submitted separately, i. e., one brown envelop containing the CD recording, three lyric sheets and accomplished Entry Form for each entry.

6. All entries must be submitted to the Center for Kapampangan Studies, Holy Angel University, Angeles City.  Deadline for submission of entries is August 30, 2011.

7. Entry Forms may be requested to the Center for Kapampangan Studies or via email (kapampangancenter@gmail.com).

8. Finalists will be required to have their entries performed during a Rizal Concert, the date and venue of which shall be announced later.  An MTV of the winning entry shall be produced by the organizers in tandem with the songwriter.

9. The winner shall receive a cash prize of twenty thousand pesos (P20, 000.00) and the chance to have his song performed during the National Rizal Sesquicentennial Celebration.
